2021 Return to School Timeline

A reminder that at the start of 2021, there
will be changes to staff development days. We currently
have one at the start of terms 1, 2 and 3, with two others at
the end of the year.

We have developed a solution for our final day, which is
particularly pleasing for year 6 families. After the Year 6
final roll call, the traditional arch way as they leave the
school, is now a clapping corridor, set out around the
school oval. Year 6 parents will be able to view the event,
from the pedestrian path in the staff car park. Students
can leave the grounds through the double gates at the
southern end of the school oval, if their parents are
present. We ask that all in attendance, to do their best
to maintain distancing between family groups. Each child
can have 1 or 2 adults in attendance for this event.

With Kingsley Day on Friday, there will be our final PBL
prize draw, with major prizes up for grabs. The lucky
draw will be held on Friday morning. All prizes are from
Rebel Sports, thanks to their loyalty vouchers; funded by
sales to community members, who nominated our school.
